On April 17th, 2008 John Elmore moved to Haiti 

for the summer.  John set up a distribution plan for 

the Medika Mamba program. He operated out of 

Canaan Orphanageôs facilities and the leadership of 

Canaan helped him to find local children in need 

of the treatment.  

 

W e e k l y  t h e 

c h i l d r e n  a r e 

measured, weighed 

and photographed 

t o  m o n i t o r 

recovery. Each 

child  receives a 

weeks worth of 

Medika Mamba. The parents are responsible to 

make sure the child is eating the daily ration and 

return to the clinic where our staff of nurses 

records their progress.  

 

    Research shows that 6 weeks of         
    treatment will result in 85%  
    recovery.  

Since the start or this program 

hundreds of children have been 

saved. We have 2 full time staff 

running the program, pharmacy, 

& clinic, as well as local Haitian 

nurses serving too.  Select 

University students have visited 

and served as well.  We recently 

purchased a vehicle to travel to 

more remote villages to identify other candidates 

for the treatment. A long term plan that we hope 

to accomplish is to establish the set-up of a new 

plant at the orphanage.  We have been encouraged 

at what God has done and continues to do through 

this.  Doctors are visiting on a regular basis from 

the states and the lives of many children have been 

rescued. 

- 1 out of every 3 children in Haiti is chroni-

cally malnourished (some weigh only 7 lbs. at 6 

months old). 

 

 - 13% of Haitian kids die before their 5th 

birthday. 

 

-  21% of the Haitian population is severely 

malnourished.   

 

- Symptoms of malnourishment include swollen 

bellies, orange hair, listlessness and dull eyes. 

 

 - With traditional treatment, only 25% of kids 

recover, compared to an 85% recovery rate for 

kids given Medika Mamba. 

 

 - Simply eliminating hunger with rice, beans, 

etc DOES NOT cure malnutrition; only a nutri-

ent-fortified supplement can reverse malnutri-

tion in most cases. 

 

 - Doctors Without Borders is calling for in-

creased use of fortified peanut butter to reduce 

the 5,000,000 annual, malnutrition-related 

deaths worldwide.

Earthquake Facts

Å USGS: USGS called it the strongest earthquake 

since 1770 in what is now Haiti (smaller than state 

of Maryland) 

Å The quake struck on January 12, 2010 at 4:53 p.m. 

Å The 7.0 magnitude quake's epicenter hit just 10 

miles west of Port-au-Prince and its 2 million in-

habitants.  The city is basically gone. 

Å Over 3 million people are in need of emergency 

aid.  They are hungry, afraid, and have nothing. 

Å The major quake sent 33 aftershocks ranging in 

magnitude from 4.2 to 6.1 

Å 200,000 people are estimated dead, with many 

more headed that way if they do not get the medical 

aid, food & water that they need. 

Å Haiti is the poorest country in the Western Hemi-

sphere.  The avg. person lives on less than $2/day. 

Å Between 2004 to 2008, 2 major hurricanes struck 

devastating this country and leaving many children 

as orphans. 

Å Haiti has no infrastructure & no real construction 

standards.  That is not good at a time like this.   

Å Haiti NEEDS OUR HELP.  Haiti NEEDS THE 
WORLDS HELP.  EVERY PENNY COUNTS.   

Å When people give $1, it translates into $7 on the 

field.  If you spend $5 on bottled water, thatôs nice, 

but it will cost more to ship it. $5 in Haiti allows for 

$35 worth of water.   

 

 

 

 

Canaanõs Plan 
By the grace of God, Canaan was not damaged badly 

during the earthquake.  There are some cracks that will 

need to be repaired, 

but the needs are not 

urgent. Port-au-

Prince, where Ca-

naan was connected 

with the kids fami-

lies and helping sev-

eral churches is 

gone.  It is complete 

devastation.  Mil-

lions are homeless 

and hundreds of 

thousands are dead.  

People are migrating 

out of the city and 

looking for help.  

Canaan has a fully 

established medical 

malnutrition clinic, 

staffed with nurses 

on site and doctors from the states rotating through 

monthly.  It  is in the perfect place an hour and a half 

north east of Port, with 90 acres of land and facilities. 

They are ready to be a resource and the light of Christ to 

their people.     

Canaan is home to over 100 children and an oasis of 

hope and safety in the midst of poverty and despair uni-

maginable to most. The efforts of Sister Gladys, Pastor 

Henri and their, along with donors and volunteers from 

around the world, provides these children with food, 

shelter, an education, and most importantly, love.  In the 

wake of the tragedy and many new orphaned children, 

we expect the numbers at Canaan to increase in the near 

future.  The community is in need and they are coming 

to the Canaan desperate for help, hope and a variety of 

basic needs, such as water, food, and shelter.
